Expectations:
All my students are held to the same six expectations:

Consequences:

Grading Policy:
· Formative Assessment: 50%
· Homework:
· Homework will be assigned approximately every day of the week, and will be graded on effort, not correctness.
· Classwork:
· Students will be given classwork almost every day. Classwork assignments and activities will be graded on participation.
· Summative Assessments (Tests/Quizzes): 50%
· There will approximately be one quiz every week covering the material referenced during instruction.
· There will be one test per unit. Types of questions include short answer, multiple choice, and brief constructed responses.

Absence Policy:
It’s the student’s responsibility to retrieve make-up work. Students will be given two days for every absence to make-up any missing work. Ex: 2 days absent equals 4 days to make-up missed work.

Phone Policy:
Phones and headphones are to be out of sight during class. Students will have the opportunity to turn in their phones for 1 extra credit point every day. If a student does not bring their phone to school, they can earn 1 extra credit points if they arrive to class on time AND don’t use the restroom during class. Phones will be locked in a cabinet that only the teacher has access to.
